TANZANIA 2010 
 

Tanzania 2010 is a group of 20 Grade 11 & 12 students who are in their 4th year working towards raising funds and awareness 
on a humanitarian project. Our groups has partnered with a Canadian Non governmental Organization, CPAR (Canadian Physi-
cians for Aid and Relief). So far students have raised nearly $100,000. 

Half the money goes toward the construction of 2 rainwater harvesting tanks at schools in Tanzania. Rainwater harvesting tanks 
allow children, especially girls, to attend school instead of walking many kilometers collecting water for their families. It gives 
school children access to clean drinking water, and education. The first tank has been constructed already and the second tank is 
under construction 

The other half will go to fund travel this May, to Karatu, Tanzania. The students hope to learn more about food security issues 
and to experience the culture and natural wonders of this community and the surrounding area. 

Upcoming fundraisers include, Sobeys gift cards, perogie sale and a fall supper. More information is available from Kathy
